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Project Impacts - Boating

» Potential for some boating at Anderson until
construction starts, depending on the rainfall
received each year.

» Once construction starts, the reservoir will be
closed to recreational use as the water level
will be lowered in preparation for
embankment construction.

» After construction, the reservoir can be refilled
to its full capacity for recreational use.

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Summary of Studies Being Completed for EIR

(2 of 2)

> Hydrologl studies - estimate flow rates from storms;
establish baseline conditions of water quality metrics
(e.g., dissolved oxygen, temperature, turbidity, etc.);
effects on groundwater, efc.

» Studies of noise and vibrations from various project
components

» Evaluate long-term and short-term impacts to local and
regional recreation

» Traffic studies to evaluate access points; evaluate
changes in level of service to transit systems and/or
pedestrian and bicycle use

> Studies to evaluate effects on wastewater treatment
