What is Redistricting

Redistricting is the process of adjusting district lines every 10 
years after the release of the U.S. Census. The well-known 
examples are Congressional and State Legislative Districts, 
but local governments also must do redistricting.

• The Santa Clara Valley Water District also must go through this 
process, as it did in 2011, to ensure the districts are rebalanced 
after the decennial census.

• Beyond creating districts of equal population, redistricting also 
serves to empower local communities and preserve voting rights.
