SUMMARY:

At the December 11" Board of Directors Meeting, the Board approved the Youth Commission’s
recommendation to participate in the pilot Adopt-A-Bench Art Project. Staff worked with the
commissioners to select the first seven benches for the project.

There are nearly 200 interpretive benches throughout the county. Staff narrowed it down to the top 21
(three benches per board district). Staff solicited the Youth Commission’s bench preferences through
a rank choice voting method that was sent out via SurveyMonkey. Youth Commissioners were sent
surveys with the top three benches in their district to rank. Staff reviewed the surveys and five
districts had a clear top choice. Two districts ended up with ties. Staff requested for the Chair of the
Youth Commission to break the tie for the two remaining districts. The following benches were
selected in each district:

District [City Bench Location

1 Gilroy Christmas Hill Park near the amphitheater

2 Santa Clara |Homestead Road near Saratoga Creek

3 Milpitas Hidden Lake Park along the eastern part of the lake

4 San Jose Los Almitos Creek Trailhead near top of stairs of parking lot

5 Cupertino McClellan Ranch Preserve by Deep Cliff Golf Course

6 San Jose Mabury Pond along Penitencia Creek Trail

7 Los Altos Heritage Oaks Park near intersection of Miramonte & Portland

Staff will work to identify any regulations or requirements for public arts in each city in which the
bench is located through their respective Arts Commission, if one is in place. The Youth Commission
will work with the art advisor to come up with creative designs and paint techniques for the benches.
All designs will be presented at a future Board of Directors meeting for review and approval.

Update on Synopsys Science Fair.

RECOMMENDATION:
Update the Youth Commission on the Synopsys Science Fair Sponsorship and District Participation.

SUMMARY:

At the December 11, 2018, Santa Clara Valley Water District Board meeting, the Board of Directors
voted unanimously to support the Youth Commission’s recommendation to be a Synopsys Science
Fair Special Award Sponsor. In addition, the Board approved the commission’s recommendation to
add the following components to the Synopsys Science Fair Special Award Sponsorship:

1. Tour of district facilities for winner(s); and

2. Public recognition at a Board of Directors meeting; and

3. Contribution of an additional $550 sponsorship to the Synopsys Science Fair (the original
contribution was $550) for a total of $1,100.

On December 18, 2018, the Synopsis Science Fair application was approved for an $1,100
sponsorship through the district's community sponsorship application process. This $1,100 will be
used as monetary awards for top placing entries in two special award categories that will solely
consider water-related projects in 1) earth and environmental science, and 2) chemical and
environmental engineering.

In addition, the district will participate in the March 14, 2019, fair by providing staff judges for the
district-sponsored special award categories.

The Synopsys Science Fair Special Award and district participation as judges is made possible
through the Youth Commission’s efforts to bring awareness of this science fair and its nexus with the
district’'s mission to the Board. As a result, the district will have an opportunity to increase awareness
of issues and activities related to water supply, conservation, flood protection, and stream
stewardship to all middle and high school students in Santa Clara County.

The Youth Commission plans to increase its involvement in future science fairs and will discuss
opportunities, such as creating judging criteria for the special awards, in the near future.
